Wickwar Road Car Park
In response to several requests to hold an extraordinary council meeting the Town Council will hold a public session for one hour prior to the Full Council meeting on 13th December 2011. The session will start at 19.00 in the Charter Suite of Chipping Sodbury Town Hall and will address concerns from residents of the town about parking within the town.

Any decision-making regarding the proposed Barnhill Development is out of the remit of Sodbury Town Council and lies with South Gloucestershire Council. In order for a representative of South Gloucestershire Council to attend the meeting it is necessary to raise questions in advance of the meeting.  If you wish to raise a question at the meeting please let me have the question/s as soon as possible but at the latest by Tuesday 6th December 2011.
Any new questions that are raised at the meeting may not be answered as time will be needed to formulate an appropriate and proper response.

Below is a summarised version of the Planning Officers response to this Town Council regarding the car park. I am also attaching a copy of the original letter which describes the situation in more detail.

Summary of current proposals for the Wickwar Road Car Park

· Based on the formula used by South Gloucestershire Council the Maximum number of spaces for the Waitrose Store would be 222 (including disabled bays)
· The approved scheme shows 206 spaces associated with the store.

· The current number of spaces in the Wickwar Road Car Park is 170.

· The total number of long term spaces allocated within the plan is 92.

· The total number of car parking spaces included within the Barnhill Development is 298. Of these 206 will be associated to the store and its anticipated these may be subject to a 3 hour waiting restriction.  92 spaces will have no waiting time restriction on them and they are guaranteed to remain free of charge and without time restraint for a period of 125 years by the Developer.
